First instalment: TBC December 2024

Second instalment: TBC April 2025
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ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

To be eligible to apply, applicants must meet all the following criteria:

* Be a permanent resident in Scotland

¢ Be eligible for the Young Student Bursary from SAAS Guide to Full-Time Funding - SAAS or over 25 (at the
start of the course)

¢ Be committed to successfully obtaining a degree qualification

Applicants who have entered or who have been accepted for a university programme can apply for an award
to support them in their studies.

Applicants must be willing and able to meet the following award conditions if successful:

1. To write a Thank You letter addressed to the Award Donor’s family submit to

2. To give permission for elements of your Thank You letter to be quoted for promotional materials

3. To take part in promotional activity relating to this Award
